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IMPORTANT NOTE ABOUT OUR 2021 RECITAL:  
We have confirmed our recitals will be held on Saturday, May 8th at Villa Maria College. They are 
mandating that everyone in the audience and backstage wear masks. It is my hope to have the 

children on stage without a mask. I will do everything in my power to make that happen and I think 
there is a good chance to make that happen. All dancers will be dismissed from the stage following 
each show. One parent will need to come to the stage to grab their dancer and please try to leave 
the building promptly after the show so we can clean and sanitize for our next show. It would help us 

immensely. Dancers will need to arrive 30 minutes prior to the start of their recital. All dancers will 
report to the cafeteria where they will be seated with their class. They should arrive with their first 
costume on and hair and makeup complete. Since the shows will be shorter in length no snacks 
should be needed for backstage so we can keep the area clean and we cannot take masks off 
backstage. More information and lineups for our shows and dress rehearsals can be found below. 

 
v Recital Tickets – This year’s ticket orders will be sold through mail order only (or by dropping off into 

our outside mailbox). Due to needing to follow a limited capacity at Villa Maria College, families will 
have a limit of 5 tickets per show that their child is in. We apologize for any inconvenience, but there 
will also be an option to purchase access to a livestream link so that all your friends and family can 
still watch your dancer live from the comfort of their own home.  This is also great so that relatives 
from across the country will still be able to tune in and watch! 

o Ticket order forms will be emailed to you on Monday, April 12th at 5:00pm (once the office 
opens for the day). You can mail this back with cash/check payment or drop it off in our 
outdoor mailbox. Forms will be available in the office beginning at this time if you do not have 
access to a printer. 

o Ticket reservations must be mailed in NO LATER than Monday, April 26th, that way we will know 
if any extra tickets are available to raffle off on a first come first service basis.  

o Seating will be done first come first serve based on when we receive your ticket 
payment/order in our mailbox.  

o There are no returns or refunds; all sales are final. 
  

 
Important: *The final tuition installment and recital fee, posted on April 1st must be paid in 
order for your child to perform in the recital. Please note there will be no tuition posted in 

May or June as we base our tuition on 9 monthly installments.  
 
 

v Recital Fee – A $40 recital fee per single child family or $60 per family with 2 or more dancers is 
due with April tuition. This fee assists with the rental fee of the auditorium, lighting, props, and more. 
We did have to raise the cost this year due to only being able to allow a smaller capacity for 
each show, while the bill remains the same on our end. We want to still be able to provide our 
families with the high-quality show we are known for, but without being able to sell as many tickets 
we need your help to make that happen. 

 

v Backstage Moms Needed – We still need backstage moms for each of our recital shows! This year, 
we are requesting about 10 parents per show that will help out with all classes assigned to that 
recital. Because we do not have the capacity to have a few parents per class, this year’s helpers 

will need to make sure each class is ready to go on stage instead of just the class(es) 
their child is in. Please email the studio if you would like to sign up and we will email you a 
document outlining backstage responsibilities. For the safety of our students, only 
backstage volunteers will be allowed in the dressing room once the show begins on the 
day of the show. 
 

v Summer Camps and Classes – Join us June 21st-24th for our Acro Camps (beginners 
through advanced, ages 6 and up) and Summer Intensives (for all competitive dancers 
and NEW recreational intensive)! Princess Dance Camp will be June 21st-24th for ages 3-4 
& July 26th-29th for ages 4-6. Theatre Camps for all ages will be held the week of August 
8th! Stay tuned for more information on any other camps and pop-up workshops TBD in 
the coming months! 
  



v Spring Break – The studio will be closed for Spring Break vacation from Fri. April 2nd – Sat. April 10th. 
Classes will resume on Monday, April 12th.  Tuition is based on a seasonal course fee of 34 classes.  
Regardless of how many classes fall in a month, you must pay your full tuition. 

 
v Try out the class you’ve always wanted to! During the 4 weeks after the recital new and current 

students will be welcome to try out a class of a new style that they may be thinking about taking 
next year.  We just recommend speaking with your child’s teacher to see which class level would 
be best for them to try out. 

 

v Online Recital Video Purchase – A link to purchase a digital Recital Video for $30.00 will be 
emailed to you on Monday, April 12th. All sales will be collected online this year. This purchase will 
provide you with a DanceBug account that you can access to watch your recitals any time you 
have your phone or computer with you! In addition to this order, you will also have the option to 
order access to our recital live stream for $20.00 which will provide you with one link to watch the 
entire day of recitals. That way any families unable to attend the show will still be able to watch 
your dancers live while they are on stage! 
 

v Business/Personal Recital Program Patrons – Patrons are due no later than Friday, April 23rd. This is a 
great way to show your support for your child’s hard work all year in class, or get the word out 
about your business! To help save on some costs this year we will be doing a virtual program, but 
we will be placing ads within the PDF program just the same! Please see the office for further info, 
or visit the “Recital” tab on our website to download a form. 
 

v Recital T-Shirts – order due date is Wednesday, April 14th.  We will NOT have additional t-shirts 
available for purchase at the recital.  So be sure to get your pre-orders in early!!!  All performing 
dancers’ names will be listed on the back of each t-shirt.  The 2021 t-shirt design celebrating 90 
years of Hoffman School of Dance is posted on our lobby bulletin boards and website. 
 

v Recital Stuffed Animal – This year you have a chance to order a small plush cow for your dancer. 
Each cow comes with its own recital t-shirt to match your dancer’s! Pre-orders are due by April 
26th, 2021 – with a limited amount available for purchase the day of the shows. The plush animals 
will be $15.00 each and can be picked up during regular office hours. This will be the perfect gift 
for your dancer(s) – collect a new animal every year!  
 

v Dress Rehearsals – No classes will be held at the studio the week prior to the shows: Monday, May 
3rd – Saturday, May 8th as the staff will be at Villa Maria College for dress rehearsals and preparing 
for the recitals.   

o Dress rehearsals are mandatory and will be spread over the course of three days: May 4th, 
5th, and 6th.  Instead of being a run of the show, each class will have a time slot to run their 
number on stage. This schedule can be found below. Please know that every effort has 
been made to keep similar class levels on the same evenings. All dancers should arrive 15 
minutes prior to their scheduled time with hair, makeup and costume on. Please sit with 
your class in the auditorium upon arrival. If you have 2 or more costume changes, you will 
be directed where to change. 

o Masks must be worn at all times. 
o Students may leave after their last dance has been rehearsed.
